“Rainbow Resonance” November 1st at ARTosS

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With the catalytic participation of audience movement in
space, Sofia Paraskeva presents Rainbow Resonance at

X-Dream Festival

Science meets art in the visual performance which will happen on November 1st
at ARTos Cultural and Research Foundation, as part of the X-Cream Festival,
when Sofia Paraskeva will present her piece “Rainbow Resonance”. Rainbow
Resonance is a computer vision installation that generates colors and musical
sounds of the equivalent sound frequencies in the electromagnetic spectrum,
according to the motion of the participator.



Participating audience

At Paraskeva’s performance, whose work is based on experimentation at its core,
movement of the audience’s bodies is catalytic to the result. This is why the
audience is encouraged to participate in a performance whose creator calls a
“spacegame”. Itis a game, which engages the body in the process of creation of
audiovisuals, where the body is itself the creator. “Anyone can potentially create
a personal experience within the installation. The color scheme is based on the
visible light spectrum and is also inspired by the chakras.”, as noted by
information on the performance. Sofia Paraskeva is presenting her piece with the
title “Rainbow Resonance”, after exhibiting it at the New York Hall of Science in
2008.

The creator

Sofia Paraskeva is an artist who experiments with interactive media, film and
video. She explores sound and visuals in the context of leading edge technology,
developing computer vision installations and interactive performance
instruments such as musical gloves, and bodysuits. Sofia has a background in
visual art and design, and media communication. She uses computer processing
with motion tracking and audio-visual synthesis techniques. Her work spans
across interactive art and design, filmmaking, video production and graphics.
She has studied Visual Studies in Oxford, Media Communication in Boston, and
she has a master's degree from the Interactive Telecommunications Program,
New York University. Paraskeva has won a Lower Manhattan Cultural Council
Creative Communities Artist Award for presenting The Trickster and Rainbow
Resonance at the Op On Screen Interactive Festival, October 2009 at the New
York Public Library, Hamilton Fish Park.
